constructed in 1723. The city has been using it as
an educational and cultural facility since 1999. It
is open to the public during the Doll Festival
season (March), when the lovely, white springtime
blossoms of the Enkianthus Perulatus flower are
in bloom (April) and when the garden’s red fall
_N foliage is at its peak (November).
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These wetlands in the northern section of the city
are home to flora that are rare elsewhere in Japan.
It is open seasonally to allow the public to view
such plants as the white egret flower in the summer,
the shiratama-hoshikusa in the autumn and the
marsh grass-of-Parnassus in the late fall.

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Owariasabhi city is located in the northwestern part of Aichi Prefecture, stretching to the
Owari hills and the basin of the Yada River. City boundaries stretch for 5.7 kilometers from
East to West and 5.6 kilometers from South to North, with an area of 21.03 square
kilometers. Our city is adjacent to Nagoya, the core city of the Chubu districts, and to Seto
City, which is famous for ceramics manufacturing. The approximate distance from our city
